indexed in Scopus and Web of Science.

EVENT DETAILS
The Net-Zero Future Conference is part of an international initiative 
connecting researchers and industry leaders from Norway, Germany, 
India, South Africa, and the USA. The conference promotes innovation 
in net-zero materials, construction technologies, and sustainable 
built environments, aligning with global goals for quality education, 
sustainable cities, climate action, and international partnerships. 

After the conference, a Net-Zero Future School will be held with lectures 
and interactive sessions. Participants can learn from experts and scientists, 
exchange ideas, and enjoy social activities together.

By bringing together academia and industry, the project encourages 
knowledge-sharing and collaboration to drive progress in net-zero 
construction, bene� ting civil infrastructure and societal ecosystems 
worldwide.
